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Earnings for first quarter
show 8 per cent increase

Tektronix, Inc. Monday
reported earnings of $5,760,000
or 66 cents per share for the 12
weeks ended August 23, an 8 per
cent increase over last year’s
13-week total of $5,310,000 or
61 cents per share.

Annual meeting
here tomorrow

Annual meeting of Tektronix,
Inc. shareholders will be held
tomorrow, September 20, at 9
a.m. in the Assembly cafeteria
(45) with officers’ reports and
several business items on the
agenda.

Only shareholders of record
at the close of business on Fri-
day, August 1, 1975, will be
entitled to vote at tomorrow’s
annual meeting.

Proxy cards will not be neces-
sary for admission or identifi-
cation at the meeting, but
shareholders are requested to
sign and turn in the cards when
they arrive at the door
tomorrow.

Next Friday’s Tekweek will
carry a complete report of the
shareholders’ meeting.

Sales increased 3 per cent to
$74,858,000 from $72,840,000
a year ago, and orders received
gained 8 per cent to
$88,643,000 from $82,113,000.

Unfilled orders were
$69,825,000 compared to
$81,199,000 a year ago, and
shares outstanding were
8,722,000, slightly more than
last year’s 8,665,000. Total
employees were 12,487, down
from 13,536.

For the 52 weeks ended
August 23, earnings were
$26,780,000 or $3.08 a share
from $21,506,000 or $2.49 a
share, a 24 per cent increase; and
sales were $338,663,000, a 17
per cent jump from last year’s
53 weeks at $288,419,000.
