Teks in sales and other field occupations

may relax in the knowledge that Beaverton

is now free of volcanic ash.

(If Mount St. Helens re-erupts between

the time this is written and the time you

read it, you may disregard that sentence.)

But Monday, July 7, dawned bright and

clear with scarcely a trace of ash to be seen.

Rain, wind and citizens with garden hoses

have dispelled the dusty cover, so now if

you look hard, you may find some ash

along the curbs, but that’s all.

At Tektronix the only evidence remaining

is in the Walker Road parking lot where

dump trucks have made a small mountain

of the stuff.

At the height of the infestation, Tek

Facilities personnel monitored all air intake

systems carefully, and they reported the air

filters did an excellent job in keeping ash

‘out of buildings, and especially the clean

rooms. Employees inadvertently tramping

in ash on the soles of their shoes probably

accounted for some ash in_ buildings,

Outsiders can now dial direct

to Danray extensions at Tek
Tek’s Telecommunications department

and General Telephone Co. recently com-

pleted a project which will simplify dialing

for some incoming calls to Tektronix, and

improve service to all callers.

Effective immediately, outside callers can

reach Beaverton Danray extensions by dial-

ing the 627 prefix plus the 4-digit extension

number. This presently applies only to

Buildings 78 and 59-extensions in the

2-thousand group.

Oregon callers ouside the local calling

area must dial ‘‘1’’ first; callers outside

Oregon must dial ‘‘1’’ (if required), plus

Area Code ‘‘503.’’ This procedure will by-

pass the Tektronix operator completely and

ring directly to the desired number.

Joe Warnes (Telecommunications Opera-

tions manager) emphasized this applies to

Beaverton campus Danray telephones only.

The old number (644-0161) continues to ap-

ply to GTE telephones. Callers who dial 627

plus an invalid extension number will

receive a recording or a re-order (fast busy)

tone, Joe said.

Beaverton Danray users are requested to

give this procedure wide publicity to the

people who call them, both local and long-

distance. As more Danray telephones are

brought on line and are dialed directly, traf-

fic will decrease on the switchboard and

callers to 644-0161 will have less trouble get-

ting through. Operators have been in-

structed to advise callers of the new dialing

procedures, but then to put the call

through.

Joe further reminded Danray users:

“‘Unless you have System Forwarding in ef-

fect, if an outside caller dials your extension

and your line is busy, the caller will never-

theless hear ringing indication and you will

hear a double splash tone indicating an in-

coming outside call. Please refer to your

feature instructions for details.”’

Direct Inward Dialing will be available to

users of the Bernard Mall (Y6) ROLM

telephone system when it is activated in

August. Wilsonville extensions will also

have Direct Inward Dialing available in

several weeks—watch for a Tekweek arti-

cle. This feature is also on order for the

Walker Road Danray system, but is still

several months away.

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Health plans
Have you ever tried to stop smoking on

your own? Were you successful? Or is

smoking still a habit for you—shortening

your breath, lingering in your clothes, af-

fecting family, friends, and co-workers

around you?

Giving up smoking has been encouraged

as a major change in life style benefiting the

person’s health status. Employees at

Tektronix have been encouraged to stop

smoking through programs provided both

in the community and on Tek premises.

Programs are available through several

voluntary agencies and through commercial

organizations on an on-going basis. These

groups include the American Cancer Socie-

ty, the Seventh Day Adventist Church and

the Schick Stop Smoking Clinic.

Many health plans recognize the benefits

of not smoking. Some have provided stop

smoking clinics or subsidized the fee for

subscribers attending recognized courses.

The Tek Health Plan encourages em-

ployees to stop smoking by providing

coverage under Major Medical for costs

charged by any recognized stop smoking

program. After the $100 deductible is met,

the employee pays just 20% of the re-

mainder of the fee. For example, the Schick

program in Oregon, which currently offers

a $100 discount to Tek employees, would

cost a Tek Health Plan member no more

than $140.

Kaiser Health Plan members in Oregon

may contact the Kaiser Mental Health

Department for information about their

stop smoking program.

Tek offers retirement options
The following announcement on Tektronix

retirement benefit elections appears monthly in

Tekweek in compliance with the legal re-

quirements of administering retirement plans.

If you plan to retire from Tektronix in the

coming year and you are age 50 or over with six

years of service with the company, be sure to

contact the Retirement Programs office at least

six months before the date you intend to leave

your job.

Tek has three retirement plans and you should

choose the form of benefit payment which best

fits your needs. If you are married at retirement

and you don’t state your preference, you will

automatically receive benefits in the form of a 50

per cent contingent annuity at retirement

This means a reduced benefit during your

1980
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lifetime, and at your death your spouse wii

receive a benefit equal to half of your benefit.

This automatic provision is required by the

Employee Retirement Income Security Act

(ERISA), approved by Congress in 1974.

When you contact the Retirement Programs

office, you’ll receive detailed estimates of the

amount of money you may receive from the

various plans and benefit options. By making

this contact six months in advance of retirement,

you insure enough time to consider all your op-

tions and get any additional information you

may need.
