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Ash alert posted after second fallout

Mount St. Helens, the famed volcano in
southwest Washington, erupted for the
third time on Thursday night, June 12,
sending more ash to the Portland-
Vancouver area for the second time in three
weeks.

Mike Walsh (Beaverton Area Facilities
manager) said the ash was much worse than
the May 25 fallout, especially in Beaverton
and Walker Road sites, where it measured
at least a quarter inch.

As a result, new signs entitled ‘‘Ash
Alert”’ were posted at entrances to all pro-
cess buildings to restrict foot traffic and
control track-in dirt and blowing volcanic
ash.

In addition, three process buildings—46,
48 and 50—were closed during the fallout
and were not reopened until Friday after-
noon after all precautions were taken, in-
cluding the changing of filters and constant
cleaning of carpets and floors.

Word of the impending ash fallout was
flashed to Tek shortly after 9 p.m. Thurs-
day by TERAC, Tek Employees Radio
Amateur Club.

Alerts were issued to all Tek buildings
about the end of swing shift Thursday night
on an imminent shutdown. The main con-
cern was control of ash pollution of clean
room facilities, especially in the Tech
Center (50), Electron Devices (48) and CRT
(46) buildings.

Mike and other Building Management
personnel worked through the night and ex-
tra grounds crews were brought in. After
the fallout stopped about 3:30 a.m., Fri-
day, water trucks began hosing down
streets and sidewalks, aided by a good rain-
fall.

Wilsonville, some 20 minutes south, had
relatively little ash and only had a standby
alert according to Derald Thornton.

Dry weather and low winds stirred up the
volcanic ash over the weekend, causing air
pollution alerts and 15 mph driving on
Monday. And Tek’s cleanup continued into
Monday evening with more street and
sidewalk cleanups.

TCU board sets 7% dividend
