will move July 6Banquet honors 190 Tek inventors
‘‘Keep on with your good ideas...they’re é

needed now more than ever,’’ Board chair-

man Howard Vollum said Thursday, June

28, at the Inventor Recognition Banquet

honoring the 190 Teks who have been

awarded patents in the past 23 years.

‘‘We must continue to produce the

‘golly-gee-whiz’ products that we’ve had in

the past,’’ Howard said. ‘‘If we don’t do it,

someone else will.’’

With the wide range of choices in the

electronics field, Howard expresses con-

fidence that employees will continue to

come up with good ideas.

‘‘Tektronix has a tremendous future,’’ he

added.

Howard was one of six Tek officers who

spoke to 360 persons gathered for the event

at the Jantzen Beach Red Lion Inn in

Portland. Bill Wilker (Executive Vice Presi-

dent) served as master of ceremonies.

Special recognition was given to Teks

who have been awarded five or more

patents in the period June 26, 1956 to May

1, 1979. They are:

Hiro Moriyasu (Graphic Computer

Systems) 11, Phil Crosby (Advanced Pro-

ducts Development) 9, Oliver Dalton (Ser-

vice Instruments Division) 6, Conrad Oden-

thal (Real Time CRT Engineering) 6, Casey

Veenendaal (Display Devices Engineering)

6, Steve Roth (TV Products Engineering) 6,

Charlie Rhodes (Television Products) 5, Val

Garuts (Lab Scopes Engineering) 5, Jerry

McTeague (Bistable Storage) 5, Ken

Holland (High Frequency Components) 5,

and Bo Janko (Display Devices Engineer-

ing) 5S.

President Earl Wantland in his talk also

emphasized the importance of new ideas,

referring to them as ‘‘the new blood that

makes things happen.

“Don’t ever stop generating those

ideas,’’ he said.

Bill Webber (Vice President, retired) re-

counted the trials and tribulations of

Tektronix in the early days before anyone

in the company had even applied for a pa-

tent.

‘*Western Electric and RCA were pester-

ing us because they wanted us to pay them

money. In 1952 Sperry Gyroscope claimed

we had infringed one of their patents, and

we agreed, so we paid them $2 for each

scope that used their patented process,

which seemed fair enough at the time.”’

The first patent awarded to Tek

employees, Bill said, was in 1956 for a

magnified sweep circuit developed by Dick

Ropiquet and Cliff Moulton.

John LaRue (Patent Counsel) said 478

U.S. patents have been awarded to Tek

employees since 1956, and 100 are pending.

In addition, 500 foreign patents have been

awarded.

Between 15 and 25 inventions are pro-

cessed by the Patents & Licensing commit-

tee every month, and 25-30 per cent of these

are approved for pursuance of patent pro-

tection, he said. At the June meeting, for

example, the committee considered 27 in-

ventions and approved 19, the highest

number in many years.

Once filed with the U.S. Patent Office,

the patent application is studied by ex-

aminers who determine if it is patentable.

Sixty per cent of Tek patents are on elec-

tronic circuits, 25 per cent on cathode ray

tubes, 10 per cent on devices, 4 per cent on

CRT and semiconductor processes, and 1

per cent on non-product inventions, such as

packaging and soldering irons.

A total of 85 per cent of the inventions

patented by Tek employees are, or have

been, used in Tek products, John said.

That’s extremely high, he added, consider-

ing that the use by most companies is

around SO per cent.

In addition to preserving an employee’s

invention, John said a patent gives the in-

ventor personal recognition, gives manage-

ment a report on what the inventor is doing,

provides recognition for the inventor inside

and outside the company, makes the infor-

mation public, and enrolls the inventors as

members of the Patentee Index along with

Thomas Edison, Lee de Forrest, Eli

Whitney and other famous inventors.

Tek engineers, scientists recognized
‘“‘Engineers need to be _ product-

conceptual people. They must be able to

bridge the gap between technology and

customer needs.”’

That’s what Wim Velsink (Vice Presi-

dent) said this week in describing a program

which recognizes Tek engineers and scien-

tists having exceptional skills, motivation

and self-starting ability.

“‘They ask probing questions, they see

new trends before others do, they pick up

problems and flaws that others overlook,

they tend to be broader (more multi-

disciplined) than the average engineer or

scientist, they have more creative ideas than

the average, and they possess peer recogni-

tion in the industry.”’

Wim said that’s the kind of person the

Engineering/Scientific Appointment com-

mittee considers for the new designations,

Engineer/Scientist IV or V. Previously,

Level III was the top of the technical career

path.

Wim, who is committee chairman, said

the program was started in December, and

already three Teks have qualified for the

**V’’ level, and 35 for the ‘‘IV”’ level.

“‘The lifeblood of the company is to meet

real customer needs with innovative solu-

tions,’’ Wim said, ‘‘and the engineer/scien-

tist we’re looking for is the person who uses

technological insight to conceptualize new

or improved solutions.

‘This is a person who typically is a self-

starter, and who can use his or her energies

to constructively sustain Tek’s product ex-

cellence.’’

When considering nominees, the commit-

tee looks at personal achievements, past ac-

complishments, and present and future

responsibilities. Engineers/scientists

honored by the committee so far were

nominated by their managers.
